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Dear Friends,

With creative thinking and innovation, the Guide Dog Foundation for the Blind
takes a leading role in “guiding the way” to independence and enhanced mobili-
ty for people with disabilities. The fiscal year 2008
saw us moving steadily forward to meet the evolv-
ing needs of the people we serve as they navigate
an ever-changing world.

A priority this past year was to augment the ways
we serve our graduates. Armed with the results of
our consumer communications survey, we created
The Graduate Guide, a newsletter devoted to the
needs and concerns of our graduates. The expan-
sion of our field service staff means we offer more
training options than ever before; we have improved
the way we respond to consumer issues and provide
aftercare services; and our work with service dogs
has given us new insights into guide dog training —
as our blind population ages and people develop additional mobility issues, we
can now train our guide dogs to provide stability and balance assistance.

The majority of our puppy raisers live outside the New York area, so we've
increased our support of our out-of-area puppy walker groups. It is important to
raise pups in stable, loving environments, with plenty of opportunities to social-
ize and experience all the sights, sounds, and smells of the real world; a dog
raised in this environment grows to be a strong, confident dog, suited for a
career as an assistance dog. Our puppy walkers perform that vital service,
knowing the pups they’ve raised will leave them one day but comforted by the
understanding that those special dogs will go to help a person with a disability.

The growth of our Capable Canine® service dog program, mostly through
America’s VetDogs, is positioning the Guide Dog Foundation for the Blind to
become not only a leading provider of guide dogs, but also of service dogs for
people with disabilities other than blindness. Representatives of the
International Guide Dog Federation and Assistance Dogs International visited
the Foundation after the end of the fiscal year to review our operations and how
we serve our consumers. When the Guide Dog Foundation receives formal
notice of accreditation, we will be the only assistance (guide and service) dog
school in the world to be accredited by both these international bodies.

We ended fiscal 2008 in a strong position but recognize that 2009 will be
a tough economic year for all of us. Fiscal prudence has always been one of
our top priorities, and more than 85 percent of all our revenue goes directly
toward our programs.

As we have been privileged to witness, an assistance dog changes some-
one’s life forever. We would not be able to provide guide dogs and service dogs,
at no cost to our consumers, without your financial support. Thank you for being a
treasured member of our team. Your faith in the Foundation is sacred to us.

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Program Accomplishments

Student Relations and Graduate Services

In fiscal 2008, the Guide Dog Foundation made better communication with our
graduates a priority. We distributed an in-depth update on the Foundation and
undertook a communications survey to learn how we could improve the way we
keep our graduates informed and gained valuable insights into how our con-
sumers prefer to receive their information. The majority of those who responded
indicated that they get their information via e-mail or on audio as opposed to
braille. This was not entirely surprising given the advances in assistive technol-
ogy such as screen-reading software, which allows visually impaired individuals
to use computers and access the Internet.

As we expand the training options we offer to our applicants — on-campus,
in-home, or combination — we want to ensure that all our trainers have the
opportunity to learn from each other. Every insight and training technique our
trainers share with one another helps us better serve our graduates. To that end,
our new field representatives met in November 2007 on campus to learn about
the different departments of the Guide Dog Foundation, work with the class then
in session, and brainstorm with our campus-based trainers and instructors. The
expansion of our field service staff lets us serve more consumers.

Fundraising/Development

Fiscal 2008 proved to be a period of financial growth and continued exploration
of new sources of revenue.
The Guide Dog Foundation’s revitalized Board of Benefactors has become a
vital part of the Foundation’s fundraising efforts as it assists our efforts in raising
major gifts and grants. Under the leadership of David Marriott, the Board of
Benefactors held meetings in Washington, D.C., and Chicago, llI., that were high-
: lighted by receptions that allowed major
donors and new potential board mem-
bers from the community to learn more
about the work of the Guide Dog
Foundation.
Family- and corporate-based
a4 foundation giving continued to be a
major component of the Guide Dog
Foundation’s development efforts.
We reached out to new funders, who
provided new grants. A substantial
number of these gifts came from the south Florida area.
Third-party fundraising events continue to gain strength. Two of the many
events that proved to be financially successful were the Blessing of the
Animals at New York City's Central Presbyterian Church and a dinner hosted
for friends by Isabella Rossellini.
While the Foundation continued to scale back its own special events, the
two events run in fiscal 2008 both proved successful. Our July 2007 Port A
Jefferson golf outing was a sellout, and our September 2007 bike-a- »
thon saw an increased number of riders in support of the Guide
Dog Foundation.




Planned giving was strong in this past year. Planned giving refers to spe-
cific gifts that can be funded with cash, equity, or property. These gifts are a
formal arrangement between a donor and the Guide Dog Foundation.

Significant support for the Foundation continues to come from civic organiza-
tions such as Lions clubs and the Knights of Columbus.

The Foundation also placed emphasis on cause-related marketing relation-
ships. Cardinal Health, a leading provider of health-care products and services
to hospitals, pharmacies, physicians, and laboratories, became a major corpo-
rate partner. The Foundation is exploring licensing opportunities for both the
Guide Dog Foundation and America’s VetDogs brands.

Dog Training and Puppy Program

Over the past several years, the breeding program has introduced more dogs to
our breeding colony in order to expand genetic diversity while maintaining the
high quality of our guide and service dogs. This year, we enjoyed some of the
results of those past efforts. Of the 33 new breeders accepted to our colony in
fiscal 2008, 32 of those dogs were bred and raised at the Foundation.

The US Airways Puppies in Flight program allows specially trained airline
employees to travel with dogs in a plane’s cabin, not the cargo hold. Thanks to
the program, not only do Guide Dog Foundation puppies and dogs in for training
travel with a human companion, but the Foundation has been able to save
transportation costs.

Last fiscal year, the Foundation teamed over 100 guide or service dogs with
people with disabilities. Of these, more than half were home or partner-facility
placements or combination campus/home training. In a home placement, a
Foundation trainer travels to a student’'s home community to train the student/dog
team in everyday surroundings. A “partner-facility” placement is done in a class at
a cooperating facility; the training is usually paired with another rehabilitation pro-
gram. A student who receives combination training spends about two weeks at
the Foundation’s Smithtown campus and one week or more working one-on-one
with a trainer in the student’s home community.

To aid our home and combination training efforts, we added three additional
seasoned trainers to expand our field staff. In addition to our Smithtown, N.Y. cam-
pus, the Foundation now has staff based in Florida, Georgia, North Carolina, and
near Washington, D.C. This allows us to continue to develop and improve our
services (including placements and aftercare) away from our New York campus.

Puppies that live exclusively in kennels do not develop the socialization
- skills and exposures necessary to become superb
\’“"\‘ . working dogs; it is vital that they be raised in lov-

* ing homes. In fiscal 2008, over 240 puppies
A were fostered by our puppy raisers.
From New Hampshire to
Florida to Texas,
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there are more than 250 puppy raisers in our puppy walker program.

The majority of our puppy raisers live outside the Long Island, New York
area. These puppy raisers are organized in groups overseen by area coordina-
tors, who run group obedience classes, recruit new puppy walkers, give advice,
and act as representatives of the Foundation.

Recruiting efforts in our puppy department remain strong, and we realized
an 18 percent increase in potential puppy walker applications this year.

We completely revamped the content of our area coordinator annual meet-
ings. These three-day workshops are a great way for local area coordinators from
different parts of the country to meet and share information with their fellow puppy
walkers. In addition to a review of the new standardized training protocols, area
coordinators were exposed to advanced training techniques, and learned about
the Foundation's different departments to gain a better understanding of how the
Foundation works and how all our departments are interconnected.

Public Education

Public outreach and education remains vital parts of the Guide Dog Foundation’s
mission. Fiscal 2008 saw an increased Foundation presence at conventions attend-
ed by people with disabilities and those who serve that population. By reaching out
to guide dog handlers and by building relationships with orientation and mobility
instructors, manufacturers of assistive technology, and other guide dog schools,

we are able to present our programs and services to the guide dog user and blind
communities. We have been honored to be asked to speak or present papers on
topics that affect guide dog handlers.

To replace its annual Open House program, the Foundation created the on-
campus Talk-and-Tour program. On a rotating basis, volunteer docents give a
presentation on the history of the Guide
Dog Foundation and its mission, field
questions, and take visitors on a walking
tour of the campus. It has proven to be
wildly successful in its first six months:
almost 700 people have visited the
Foundation since the program began.

Our volunteer speakers continue to
aid our outreach efforts by addressing a a
variety of organizations, including school groups, fraternal cIubs and libraries
and churches. During these speaking engagements, attendees learn more
about the Foundation, our programs and services, and our advocacy efforts on
behalf of people with disabilities.

The media interest in the Guide Dog Foundation continues to be strong.
Our subsidiary, America’s VetDogs, receives regular coverage in both print and
broadcast media. In December 2007, when America’s VetDogs transferred the
first-ever combat stress relief dogs to the U.S. Army, CNN and several regional
and local news stations covered the story. USA Today, Newsday, the New York
Daily News, and the international wire service Agence France-Presse also ran
stories. Updates on Boe and Budge appeared on CNN, Fox News, and ABC
World News Tonight.

Stories also appeared on puppy raisers in Tennessee and on the graduation
of the first class of puppies from the Vision program — the Guide Dog Foundation’s
partnership with the Georgia Department of Corrections and Middle Georgia
Technical College.
